
Postdoctoral position available: Single-Cell Imaging of T-cell Function

A postdoctoral research associate position is immediately available in a cross-disciplinary project between the laboratories of Bruce Walker (Ragon Institute, MGH, Howard Hughes Medical Institute) and Darrell Irvine (Ragon Institute, MIT, Howard Hughes Medical Institute), sponsored by the Ragon Institute of MGH, MIT, and Harvard.  This work focuses on the use of novel imaging tools and methodologies to dissect the function of disease-specific T-cells at the single-cell level, with a particular focus on the function of T-cells in the control of HIV.  The appointment will be for 1 year with the possibility of renewal based on satisfactory progress and continued funding support.  Candidates with strong expertise in cellular and/or clinical immunology, bioengineering, or imaging may be a good match for this project.
