POSTDOCTORAL FELLOW: The Ragon Institute of MGH, MIT and Harvard at the Massachusetts General Hospital in Boston (http://www.ragoninstitute.org/index.html) has openings for a highly motivated postdoctoral fellow to study HIV evolution and pathogenesis in acute and elite controller subjects. This NIH and Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation funded position requires an M.D. or Ph.D. with a background in bioinformatics or sequence analysis. Research will focus on determining the ability of HIV to evade host cellular immune responses through sequence evolution, population based assessments of viral evolution, and identification of viral genomic correlates of disease progression. Efforts will include implementation and evaluation of next generation sequencing technologies such as 454 and Illumina and development of advanced comparative genomic tools for the analysis of large viral genomic datasets. Candidates will implement commercially available software tools; contribute significantly to the design and implementation of novel computational tools; interpret results as they relate to the biology of HIV infection; contribute to the design and maintenance of sequence databases; coordinate large-scale analyses with collaborators; and communicate results to the scientific community through conference presentations and peer-reviewed publications. Goals are to define successful components of an effective HIV vaccine. 

REQUIREMENTS: A Ph.D. or M.D. with relevant experience in virology, population genetics, evolutionary biology, bioinformatics or phylogenetics; demonstrated experience designing comparative genomic, phylogenetic, or population genetic analyses and interpreting results in a biological context; experience with standard sequence analysis and phylogenetic tools. Experience with machine learning a plus. Candidates must be highly motivated and independent, with the ability to work in a dynamic team environment. State-of-the-art facilities are available within an exceptionally energetic research setting.
